Congratulations! I am pleased to inform you that a matching grant of $330,000 has been
reserved from the Environmental Protection Fund for the 1816 Farmington Quaker
Meetinghouse project.

Your grant will be formally awarded by means of a contract, which will be coming to you
from your Regional Grants Office soon. Iurge you to work closely with the Region, and not
to begin work on your project until appropriate contract conditions have been satisfied.

Governor Paterson’s strong commitment to this program has made more than $19 million of
grant funds available for distribution this year. The need for this funding is demonstrated
once again by an extremely keen competition.
